The scientific article deals with the systematization of crim-
inalistics methods of investigation of crimes committed by mem-
bers of youth informal groups (associations). Considering that
criminalistics science is integrative, that is, it includes knowl-
edge of many different sciences, criminalistics methodology (of
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any level of generalization), as a product intended to facilitate
the detection and investigation of crimes, should be built on
a broad scientific basis, which should and algorithmize the inves-
tigator’s work. It is emphasized that knowledge of a particular
type of criminal activity (in particular, crimes by informal youth)
can only emerge from a lengthy analysis of the practice of inves-
tigating them. It is the practice of investigative activity, together
with scientific tools, that makes theoretical and practical gener-
alizations, in particular, systematization. However, if we take
as a basis the general criminal classification of crimes provided
by the Special Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, the sys-
tem of forensic investigations of crimes committed by members
of youth informal groups (associations) will consist of four lev-
els of criminalistics methods: 1) a comprehensive methodology;
2) group techniques; 3) separate methods; 4) micromethods. The
structure will be the same in terms of the criminalistics classifi-
cation of investigated crimes, but the content of its components
(criminalistics techniques) will differ.

So, if we take into account the classification of crimes com-
mitted by members of youth informal groups (associations)
we have developed, then the system of criminalistics tech-
niques will also consist of four levels of criminalistics methods:
1) a complex methodology (set of basic, basic recommendations);
2) group methodologies (i.e. techniques that are grouped
together by a criterion that has forensic significance, for exam-
ple, methods of investigating crimes committed by members
of juvenile informal groups (associations); 3) separate techniques
(techniques that provide recommendations for the investigation
of specific criminal offenses, based on criminally relevant cri-
teria, such as the methodology for investigating murders com-
mitted by members of juvenile informal groups (associations);
4) micromethods (for example, methods of investigating homi-
cides involving members of youth informal groups (unions) who
are minors using explosive devices). However, the functional
content of the components (criminalistics techniques), com-
pared to the systematization of the criminal law classification,
will be somewhat different.

Therefore, an indispensable prerequisite for the study
of the development of techniques for investigating crimes com-
mitted by members of youth informal groups (associations) is to
determine their system, in particular, the systemic relationship.
In connection with this, we are offered two types of systemati-
zation of these methods: the criminal law and the forensic clas-
sification of crimes. These systems are structurally identical but
differ in meaningful content of structural components (criminal-
istics techniques). Of course, the proposed vision of the system
of forensic techniques is only a suggestion and may be subject
to revision, modification, refinement in the course of further
scientific investigations.
